Along with other informa9on, the results may be used to:

• determine areas of strength and areas in need of addi9onal support and instruc9on 
• provide addi9onal informa9on to guide instruc9on  
• measure how well schools and school systems are helping English learners with the most 

significant cogni9ve disabili9es achieve higher expecta9ons 
• exit a student from English learner programs and services

As a parent, you can use the test results to guide discussion with your child’s teacher(s) about 
addi9onal supports that may be needed in class and at home. Ques9ons to consider: 

• Where is my child doing well, and where do they need improvement? 
• What can be done in the classroom to help improve my child’s area(s) of weakness? 
• What can be done to appropriately challenge my child in areas where my child is close to 

demonstra9ng proficiency? 
• How can I help support my child’s language learning at home? 
• How do we ensure that my child con9nues to progress?  
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
